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Minutes of the 58" meeting of Central Sanctioning and Monitoring Committee
(CSMC) under Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana (Urban) - Housing for All
Mission held on 15" February 2022.

The 58" meeting of Central Sanctioning and Monitoring Committee (CSMC)
under Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana - Urban (PMAY-U) was held on 15" February
2022 at 2.00 p.m.in the Conference Room, Nirman Bhawan, New Delhi, under the
Chairmanship of Secretary, Ministry of Housing and Urban Affairs (MoHUA) and
attended by participants/representatives from the State/UT Governments, officers of
the Ministry and other Departments etc. The list of participants is at Annexure-l.

2. The meeting began with welcome address by the Joint Secretary & Mission
Director (HFA). The States of Andhra Pradesh, Chhattigarh, Himachal Pradesh,
Karnataka and Rajasthan attended the meeting for review/monitoring and also
submitted proposals for new/revision of projects.

3. On the request of the Joint Secretary & Mission Director (HFA), Secretary,
MoHUA launched 2 booklets namely “Transformative Reforms Towards Housing
for All” and Proceedings of 'Awas Par Samvaad'. The booklet on 'Transformative
Reforms Towards Housing for All' illustrates the transformative journey of PMAY-U in
all these vyears, challenges faced, opportunities created, implementation
mechanisms, reforms for the overall growth of the affordable housing sector in India
and the impact of the Scheme on the lives of its beneficiaries. The other booklet
covers Proceedings of 'Awas Par Samvaad’, the first-of-its-kind initiative in the
urban housing sector, was conducted as an activity under ‘Azadi Ka Amrit Mahotsav’
(AKAM). Based on the AKAM theme, 75 workshops/seminars /webinars were
organised in different parts of the country to create awareness and promote
discussion, deliberation and dissemination on 'Housing for All' amongst multiple
stakeholders. Learning and take-away from these 75 workshops have been compiled
in the form of a booklet for students, professionals and urban practitioners to enable
them to learn about Government policies/frameworks for future application and
implementation of housing programmes and also give a new perspective in their
dealings as professionals.

Overall only 4.68 lakh houses completed out of a total sanction of 20.41 lakh.
Concerted efforts should be put in for timely grounding and completion of
sanctioned houses and subsequent allotment to the beneficiaries of PMAY-U.
With regard to proposal for change of location of about 80,000 houses, the
ii. |matter is being examined by MoHUA and certain clarifications are required
from the State Government. It was also observed that State Government may
consider curtailment of these houses rather than proposing change of location
of such a large number of sanctioned houses. Further with regard to proposal
for minor changes in about 36,000 beneficiaries, State Government may
update the data in MIS.

Hence, in order to avoid duplication, these projects need to be
dropped. With regard to cancellation of 801 houses in AHP vertical, RGHCL has
informed that the concerned ULB proposed to cancel 01 AHP project as the houses
are proposed to be taken up under BLC vertical.

As per PMAY-U guidelines, the State Government of Arunachal Pradesh has
conducted ULB-wise demand survey and submitted 27 HFAPoAs (out of 33 towns)
to the Ministry with the SLSMC approval, which were placed before CSMC in its
31%'and 44" meetings for information and record. The State has now submitted 3
HFAPoAs of the remaining ULBs.

The assessment of the HFAPoAs has recorded a total demand in 3 towns to
be 556 under 4 verticals of the Mission with a total projected Central Assistance of ¥
9.08 crore. The State has no share as its contribution. The break-up of total demand
is as under:

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In Arunachal Pradesh, only BLC and CLSS verticals are being implemented.
The slum dwellers who were found eligible during demand survey have been
covered under BLC vertical of PMAY-U. Given the terrain of the State as indicated
above, the highest demand is received under BLC component of the Mission. The
State has phased the entire housing demand in the year 2020-21.

The details of city-wise assessment of demand and Central financial
assistance for 3 towns are placed at Annexure-A. The city-wise phasing plan has
also been recorded for reference separately as Annexure-AA.

2. Chhattisgarh

The State Government of Chhattisgarh has conducted demand survey as per
Annexure 4 and subsequently submitted revised copy for a total of 36 HFAPoAs out
of 168 approved towns to the Ministry with the approval of SLSMC, which was
placed before CSMC in its 51° meeting for information and record. The State has
now submitted HFAPoAs of remaining 132 towns for consideration.

The assessment of 132 HFAPoAs has recorded a total demand in towns to be
1,51,435 across 4 verticals of the Mission with a total projected Central Assistance of
2271.52 crore. The State share is 1415.75 crore. The demand has been received
only in BLC and AHP vertical being small towns. However, the highest demand is
received under BLC component of the Mission. The break-up of total demand is as
under:

Out of
thts 107 HFAPoAs have been placed before CSMCs in its prior meetings for
information and record. The State has now submitted HFAPoAs of remaining 5
towns/ULBs for consideration.
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The assessment of the HFAPoAs has recorded a total demand in 5 towns to
be 53,130 across 4 verticals of the Mission with a total projected Central Assistance
of 811.89 crore. The State share is 764.01 crore as Government of Odisha
Government contributes 1.50 lakh for AHP component as unit cost and 1.0 lakh as
unit cost for BLC.

Out of
this, 632 HFAPoAs have been placed before CSMC in its earlier meetings for
information and record. The State has now submitted HFAPoAs of 33 towns/ULBs
for consideration.

The assessment of the HFAPoAs has recorded a total demand in 33
cities/towns across 4 verticals of the Mission with a total of 1,86,423 houses with
projected Central Assistance of 3749.228 crore. The State share is 2592.24 crore as
Govt. of Tamil Nadu contributes 6.00 lakh for AHP and 0.60 lakh for BLC component
as unit cost.

GENERAL OBSERVATIONS

States/UTs should ensure that the PMAY-U logo is displayed in front of all
housing units constructed under the Scheme. However, States/UTs should
not display any such information which are in violation of Model Code of
Conduct (MCC) as per instruction issued by the Election Commission of
India/State Election Commissions from time to time.

State/UT  Governments may prepare short films, printed
literature/documents on projects undertaken under PMAY-U to showcase
how lives of beneficiaries have transformed. It should be widely circulated
both in print and electronic media and in various social media platforms for
generating awareness. The State/UT Governments should also share with the
Ministry high resolution photographs and video testimonials of beneficiaries
whose houses have been completed.

The Central Assistance in general and EBR funds in particular, released
under PMAY-U Mission should be utilized within the time frame stipulated in
the respective sanction orders and registration of all ULBs on PFMS may be
ensured by all State/UT Governments. This is a very important matter hence
appropriate arrangements and safeguards must be built in. The EBR fund is
an interest-bearing fund, and it is important that the funds so released to the
States/UTs do not remain parked with SLNA/State/UT Governments but is
utilized on fast pace for the purpose it has been released. Any interest earned
on the parked fund will be refunded to CFI.

With regard to the vacant houses, if any, under JnNURM/RAY, the State
Governments/UTs should look for realistic and pragmatic options for
converting them into ARHCs.

A robust MIS Syétem being critical for PMAY-U Mission, States/UTs need to
constantly monitor the linking of beneficiaries to sanctioned projects in PMAY-

3
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U-MIS. All States/UTs should ensure that the Aadhaar details of beneficiaries
with regards to their number and name is accurate while updating in MIS.

Under PFMS/DBT process, the funds would have to be transferred at every
stage only through electronic mode for Beneficiary Led individual house
Construction (BLC) under PMAY-U. The bank account details of the
beneficiaries should necessarily be mapped so that the funds can flow to the
beneficiaries’ bank account directly. There should also be 100% Aadhaar
linkages of beneficiaries in all AHP, BLC, ISSR and CLSS cases.

It has come to notice that data on progress of construction of houses reported
in PMAY-U-MIS and those discussed in the CSMC meetings varies many a
time. States/UTs must upload online Monthly Progress Reports (MPRs) of
all sanctioned projects in PMAY-U-MIS latest by 10" of every month so that
the data are reconciled before every CSMC meeting.

States/UTs should wuse innovative, cost effective and high-quality
construction technologies for constructing the housing units under PMAY-U
and document the same. The tender documents should preferably be
technology neutral and a clause of quality assurance for the potential bidders
should be included.

State Level Appraisal Committee (SLAC) is expected to thoroughly appraise
the DPRs before submitting the same to State Level Sanctioning & Monitoring
Committee (SLSMC) for approval. Combining SLAC and SLSMC meeting is
not permissible as the mandate of the two bodies is distinct.

State/UT Governments are advised to ensure that:
o Adequate infrastructure is provided including individual water,
sanitation and electricity connections.
There should be no duplication/change in the identified beneficiaries.
Demarcation of land and mutation is carried out before implementation

of the projects.
o The design and construction of houses are disaster resilient, and the
specifications conform to IS/ NBC norms.

It has come to notice that some individual/organizations are collecting
registration money etc. from potential beneficiaries seeking dwelling units in
PMAY-U fraudulently. The Ministry of Housing and Urban Affairs has not
authorized . any. individual/organization/agency to collect. "application/

vregistration fee for applying for houses in PMAY-U. Thus, individual/agency

/organization cannot collect any money/application fee from the beneficiary for
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enrolment under PMAY-U. All State/UT Governments may also issue
disclaimer to this effect in their relevant websites/advertisements etc. to stop
this kind of fraudulent activity.

xii.  The Ministry has launched a PMAY-U Mobile App to enable beneficiaries to
upload their photos with their house and a video clip where beneficiaries
share experience of owning a house under PMAY-U as testimonials. The App
can be downloaded from Google Play Store. The State/UTs may inform their
beneficiaries to upload the same using this Mobile App.
