Project progress – 
Chhattisgarh 

Chhattisgarh was the first State 
to bring DPRs under PMAY (U) 
after launch of the Mission. 

In 2nd CSMC the Central 
assistance was approved for a 
total of 11 AHP projects from 
9 towns for construction of 
12670 EWS houses. 

The State has been able to 
initiate construction at a faster 
pace. As reported by State a 
total of 710 dwelling units are 
completed and others are at 
advance stage of completion. 

The State of Chhattisgarh has 
become pioneer in completion 
of first set of houses under 
PMAY.

Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana - Housing 
for All (Urban)

With a vision of ‘Housing for All by 2022’, Gov-
ernment has launched a flagship program ‘Prad-
han Mantri Awas Yojana – Housing for All (Ur-
ban)’  to meet the housing shortage among the 
urban poor.

In pursuance of this commitment of the Govern-
ment, the Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojna (PMAY) 
was launched on 25th June, 2015. PMAY envis-
ages construction of 2 Crore houses with basic 
amenities.

Components of PMAY(U)

A comprehensive approach is adopted to cover 
all urban poor with flexibility to use one of the 
options:
a)	 Slum Rehabilitation: Slum rehabilitation 

grant of Rs. 1 lakh per house on an average 
for all eligible slum dwellers in all such proj-
ect.	

b)	 Promotion of Affordable Housing through 
credit linked subsidy: The interest rate sub-
vention at 6.5% for both EWS/LIG catego-
ries 

c)	 Affordable Housing in Partnership with 
Public & Private sectors: Central assistance 
at Rs. 1.5 Lakh per EWS house in projects 
where 35% of the houses are mandatorily 
for EWS 

d)	 Subsidy for beneficiary-led individual house 
construction or enhancement: Rs. 1.5 lakh 
per house for EWS category in slums or oth-
erwise if States/cities make a project.

Mission to cover all statutory towns and ben-
eficiaries belonging to EWS and LIG categories. 
State/UTs will have flexibility to include in the 
Mission, the Planning area as notified with re-
spect to Statutory Town and which surrounds 
the concerned municipal area.

Credit linked subsidy scheme (CLSS) components 

is Central Sector Scheme while other 3 compo-
nents to be implemented as Centrally Sponsored 
Schemes.

Mission Highlights

•	 Beneficiary defined as a family comprising 
husband, wife and unmarried children.  Fur-
ther, Beneficiary should not have any pucca 
house anywhere in India to be eligible to re-
ceive support under the mission.

•	 EWS category defined as a family with in-
come upto Rs. 3 lakh and LIG from Rs. 3-6 
lakh.    

•	 Size of EWS house - 30 Sq M., States to have 
flexibility but Central assistance fixed.

•	 States/UTs may decide a cut off date for eli-
gibility of beneficiary needs to be resident of 
that urban area.

•	 Aadhaar Card/Bank Account Number/PAN 
Number (if available) required from ben-

Cumulative Progress of PMAY(U)

Under PMAY, 7.26 Lakh houses have been 
given nod from Central Government and 
a Central Assistance of Rs.1911.20 Cr. has 
been released to States. In Credit Linked 
Subsidy Scheme, Rs.200 cr has been re-
leased to provide Loan Subsidy to over 7,776 
beneficiaries in a period of 10 months.

•	 Encouraging women empowerment, the 
houses to be acquired under PMAY should 
be preferably in the name of the female 
head of the household or in the joint name 
of the male head of the household and his 
wife.

•	 Project approval at state level.  

Credit Linked Subsidy Scheme 

Under this scheme, individuals including women 
borrowers from Economically Weaker Section 
and Low Income Group will be able to acquire 
and construct first pucca house of the family 
by paying significantly lower Equated Monthly 
Installments (EMIs).
 
This scheme will be implemented through Banks/
Financial Institutions. 

Key highlights of the scheme

Coverage
All Statutory Towns as per Census 2011 and towns noti-
fied subsequently

Purpose
New construction, acquisition and addition of rooms, 
kitchen, toilet etc. to existing dwelling as incremental 
housing

Beneficiaries
Beneficiary family will comprise husband, wife and •	
unmarried children. 
EWS Households having annual income up to •	
Rs.3,00,000/-
LIG Households having annual income between •	
Rs.3,00,000/- and upto Rs.6,00,000/-
Preference under the scheme, subject to •	
beneficiaries being from EWS/LIG segments, 
should be given to Manual Scavengers, Women 
(with overriding preference to widows), persons 
belonging to Scheduled Castes/ Scheduled Tribes/ 
Other Backward Classes, Minorities, Persons with 
disabilities and Transgender. 

Area which can be constructed 
Carpet area of house being constructed or enhanced 
under this component of the mission should be upto 30 
sq.meters for EWS category and upto 60 square meters 
for LIG category.

Subsidy and Loan details
Maximum loan amount: as per eligibility of •	
customer decided by bank / Financial Institution 
based on due diligence 
Maximum loan tenure : based on the guidelines •	
of the Bank
Maximum tenure for subsidy computation: 15 •	
years or the tenure of the loan, whichever is 
lower
Maximum loan amount for subsidy calculation: •	
Rs. 6 lakh 
Interest rate for subsidy : 6.5%•	
Beneficiary, at his/her discretion, can build a •	
house of larger area but interest subvention 
would be limited to first Rs.6 lakh only. 

Technology Sub-Mission

To promote green and environment friendly, 
disaster resistant technologies and layouts suit-
able for different areas of the country, a Tech-
nology Sub-Mission has been launched as part 
of the PMAY. Ministry has partnered with 13 IITs 
and 25 NITs for developing technical solutions, 
capacity building and handholding of States and 
Cities. 

Technology Sub-Mission focuses on:
•	 Design and Planning 
•	 Technical solutions keeping in view geo-cli-

matic conditions, earthquake resistant tech-
nologies, promotion of green, environmen-
tally sustainable technologies and alternate 
cost effective technologies.

•	 A Technical Committee constituted under 
the chairmanship of ED,BMTPC, New Delhi 
and EnC of Roads and Building , Panchayati 
Raj , Housing Corporation , Housing Board 
and members from IITs  and other reputed 
institutions, Director-CBRI and Architects 
from New Delhi.

	 –	 Glass Fibre Reinforced Gypsum Panels 
for Walls & Roof slabs.

Interventions of Government of Andhra 
Pradesh

Government of Andhra Pradesh is collaborating 
with MoHUPA, GoI for Technology Sub-Mission.

Journey started with finalization of alternate 
construction technologies for Hud Hud cyclone 
victims (in Srikakulam, Vizianagaram and Vi-
sakhapatnam districts) in Andhra Pradesh.

Adoption of Pre-Fab Technology

•	 Accordingly undertaken Hud Hud Cyclone 
housing as follows: 

	 –	 EPPS Panels for Walling and Roofing. (in 
Srikakulam district – 480 houses)

	 –	 Steel frame with AAC Blocks. (in Visakha-
patnam district – 2336 houses)

	 –	 Steel frame with AAC Blocks. (in Viziana-
garam district – 396 houses)

•	 A model colony also taken up in Nellore 
district (40 houses) along with BMPTC with 
GFRG Panels for Wall and Roof slabs. 

Management Information System (MIS)

A centralized web enabled Management Infor-
mation System (MIS) has been developed for 
PMAY which can be reached at www.pmaymis.
gov.in The system serves as a bridge between 
the Ministry, State Government, SLNA, ULBs and 
other stake holders and acts as a source of struc-
tured information of approved projects, survey 
details, beneficiary information etc.

Training Programme on PMAY-MIS

The first training programme on PMAY-MIS was 
organized on 19 Feb 2016, in Room no. 123-C  
Nirman Bhawan, New Delhi, for 13 States, name-
ly Andhra Pradesh, Odisha, Gujarat, Chattisgarh, 
Madhya Pradesh, Bihar, Jharkhand, Uttara-
khand, Tamil Nadu, Mizoram, Rajasthan, West 
Bengal and Telangana. The projects for above 
mentioned States were considered till 6th CSMC 
held on 18th Feb, 2016.

Use Space Technology Tools (Geo Tagging)

The Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana - Housing for 
All (Urban) envisages that the progress of indi-
vidual houses constructed under the ‘Beneficia-
ry-led Component’ should be tracked through 
geo-tagged photographs so that each house can 
be monitored effectively. To comply with the 
above provision of the mission guidelines, the 
Ministry has entered into a MoU with the ‘Na-
tional Remote Sensing Centre’ (NRSC), Hydera-
bad. The MIS developed under PMAY - HFA (U) 
has been integrated with Bhuvan server of NRSC 
for Geo-tagging.

Training Programme on Geo-Tagging

To facilitate a better know-how of the  GIS-MIS 
integration, a two day ‘Training of Trainers’ (ToT) 
program was conducted on 21-22nd April 2016 
at NRSC, ISRO campus Hyderabad which saw par-
ticipation from 19 States. The event was chaired 
by Joint Secretary (Housing) in the first day and 
JS&MD (HFA) on the second day and was joined 
by senior officers from NRSC, MoHUPA and NIC.
