PMAY-U: Ful�lling dreams for a better tomorrow

Smt.  Yoowanka Passah of  Jowai , 

Meghalaya is a single parent to her eight 

kids. With a huge family to support after 

her husband’s death, she knew that her 

journey would be tough and she would 

not have the luxury of owning a house. 

Smt. Passah says that when she got 

married, she and her husband had 

planned to build their own home, but 

then, as the family grew, they had to 

compromise on many of their dreams.

“My husband’s death made things 

impossible to ful�l. I had to feed a huge 

family, educate the children and provide 

them with a better life. All our dreams 

were shattered, the future was insecure 

and thus, I had to pick myself up in 

times of sorrow to be the man of the 

house, as they say,” adds Smt. Passah.

In order to overcome the hardships, she 

set up a small tea selling business. “I 

could not afford to hire any help from 

o u t s i d e  s o  my  c h i l d re n  u s e d  t o 

contribute in running the business after 

their school/college hours. The one 

thing that kept me moving forward was 

the support I got from my children who 

understood their mother’s hard work. I 

decided to keep working and save up for 

their  br ight future,”  Smt.  Passah 

explains.

The business gradually expanded, but meanwhile, the burden of rent also mounted. With 

growing children, it was becoming all the more di�cult for them to put up in small 

spaces. “I knew that apart from the children’s future, housing needs were also to be 

catered to for which a huge amount of money was required. I, however, didn’t know where 

to arrange the money from,” Smt. Passah says, adding that it was God’s blessings that she 

was informed about Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana - Urban right in time. 

With the Central assistance received under PMAY-U from the Government, construction of 

her house got completed in 2022. “We are living happily in our safe abode. I keep working 

and spend more time in planning how to expand my business. The biggest blessing is that 

my children are spending their life in their own home after years of struggle,” she says.

Smt. Passah’s children today are all grown up and take up jobs as daily wagers to support 

their mother. Two of her elder daughters are now married while the others stay with her in 

their own pucca house. “I am grateful towards the Government for the PMAY-U Scheme. 

My kids are happy with the secured and digni�ed life that they have been blessed with. 

There is no burden of paying rent. After a day of hard work, when I enter my house and see 

my name on the name plate, I am �lled with happiness, gratitude and pride. We �nally 

have a place which we can call our own,” the 53-year-old shares.
